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Resident Standards
· Residents must be senior level residents in their 3rd or 4th year of training.

· Residents must be in good standing with their programs and residency with no disciplinary concerns.

· Priority will be given to residents with prior global health experience and/or training in public health
· plans (Basic Health Plan of Liberia’s Ministry of Health). 

· A minimum of 4 to 6 weeks is required for all resident level personnel.

· A minimum of 2 weeks is required for all faculty personnel.

Credentialing
All HEARTT volunteers will submit licensing documents to the volunteer coordinator 60 days prior to arrival in to the country.

· Do use JFK provided transport to & from airport and authorized drivers around the city (you pay gas & driver per diem)

· Do bring enough cash or use MoneyGram (ATMs aren’t reliable)

· Do notify approval from Hospital administration for trips outside the city.

· Don’t go to the beaches at night, desolate places, and let the Hospital administration know your plan for excursions. 

· Don’t leave valuables lying around. Lock them up. 

· Don’t carry cash you don’t plan to spend.

· Don’t forget to pass HEARTT phones to the next group of doctors.

· Don’t forget what you do represents HEARTT.
