RESEARCH: Approval and Reporting of Data

All research proposals being drafted and all research being conducted by HEARTT volunteers around both clinical and nonclinical work done in relation to HEARTT’s mission should be presented to for review and approval by HEARTT prior to conducting the research. This should take place prior to or simultaneously to submission to local IRB/R&D Boards and other collaborating partners with which the work will be completed. HEARTT, Inc and other local institutions collaborating on this work should be listed as collaborators on the final product.

PROCESS:

1) Proposal idea should be presented to HEARTT for review, discussion and collaboration on development. ( Can be presented to HEARTT Clinical and NonClinical Council which includes Research, Clinical and Nonclinical Programs)

2) Discussion and completion  with local collaborators and  HEARTT designee

3) Final draft is approved by the Clinical/Non-clinical Council who presents to the HEARTT Board for approval. Approval  by HEARTT should not be given if not approved by local IRB/R&D or other Collaborators.

4) Written approval with signatures from HEARTT and local collaborators  will be sent to Investigators

5) Copies of all findings, results and final work are to be presented to HEARTT for record keeping. Same applies to submissions to journals for publications, conferences, etc.
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
